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Hay Wood is located to the west of the A4141, seven miles north of Warwick.  

From the north and west turn off the M42 at junction 5 towards Knowle on the 

A4141. Continue for another three miles beyond Knowle. At Chadwick End turn 

right into Baddesley Clinton, then left after 1/3 mile along a single track road to Hay 

Wood (follow the ‘O’ signs and the Hay Wood picnic area signs). 

From the south and east turn off the A46 near Warwick onto the A4177. After five 

miles, at the roundabout, take the A4141 towards Solihull. After two miles turn hard 

left just at the start of Chadwick End then follow the signs as above.
