Tony Haw Memorial Cup - Rules
Competition rules:

The event is a 45 minute Score competition. Visit the controls in any order you like and finish within 45 minutes. The event may use either a timed or a mass start, but you have to punch the start unit before picking up the map. Elapsed time starts from this point and will be displayed on the EMIT card. 
10 points are awarded for every control you visit. 

10 points are deducted for every minute or part minute you are over 60 minutes. 

The highest score is the winner. 

In the event of a tie on points the fastest time wins. 

In addition, after the event we will apply a handicap system that will give any member of OD the chance of winning the Tony Haw Memorial Cup. (See 'Handicap calculation' below). Please note that only members of Octavian Droobers are eligible for this Cup, which will be presented to the winner at the Droober Christmas Party. 
Pairs may compete in this event (as in the British Schools Score Championships), and their handicap will be taken as that of the oldest member of the pair.
Planning should be such that there is a subset of controls forming a simple Yellow standard course, suitable for novices, although no-one is restricted to these controls and anyone may visit as many controls as the time allows (as for the BSSC.)
Handicap calculation for the Tony Haw Cup: 
In addition to the points scored as described above, 10 additional points are awarded for every complete minute you finish under 45 minutes, provided that you have visited all the controls. (Generally this shouldn't be possible).

Each competitor's handicap will be allocated from the table below. 
Points scored are then divided by the handicap ratio to give a handicap score. 

Examples:

· a W21 getting 25 controls will score 250 points, divided by their handicap of 40, giving a handicap score of  6.25 

· An M50 getting all 30 controls and finishing 3 minutes early will get 330 points, divided by their handicap of 39, giving a handicap score of 8.46
The highest resulting score is the winner. If scores are equal then the Cup is shared. 
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
